Manual Scavenger means a person engaged or employed on regular or frequent basis by an
individual or a local authority or a public or private agency, for manually cleaning, carrying,
disposing of, or otherwise handling in any manner, human excreta in an insanitary latrine or in an
open drain or pit into which human excreta from insanitary latrines is disposed of, or on a railway
wrack or in such other space or premises as the Central Govt. or a State Govt may notify before the
excreta fully decomposes.”

Manual scavenging refers to the unsafe and manual removal of raw, human excreta buckets or
other containers that are used as toilets or from the pits of simple pit latrines. The safe and controlled
emptying of pit latrines, on the other hand, is one component of fecal sludge management.

The International labour Organization describes three forms of manual scavenging in India:*
Removal of human excrement from public streets and "dry latrines” (meaning simple pit

latrines without a water seal, but not dry toilet in general)

Abstract: The Government of India, in recognition of the importance of Disaster
Management as a national priority, set up a High-Powered Committee (HPC) in August 1999
and a National Conmitree after the Gujarat earthquake, for making recommendations on the
preparation  of Disaster Management plans and suggesting efficient improvement
mechanisms. The Tenth Five-Year Plan document also had, for the first time, an exhaustive
chapter on Disaster Management. The Twelfth Finance Commission was also mandated 1o
review the financial arrangements for Disaster Management.

The Government of India on 23 December 2005enacted the Disaster Management
Act, which envisaged the creation of National Disaster Management Authority (NDMA),
headed by the Prime Minister, and State Disaster Management Authorities (SDMAs) headed
by respective Chief Ministers, to organize and implement a holistic and mtegrated approach
to Disaster Management in India.

National Policy on Disaster Management 2009 was approved by Govemnment for
supportive role for handling the situations arising out of national disasters. From Chennai
floods to Bhuj earthquake India has witness number of massive national disasters. Man
cannot escape from the punishments of Mother Nature but he tries to overcome it by certain
preventive and cooperative mechanisms. So the National policy on the problem is available in
the nature of the Legal provisions. The last year nationwide lockdown announced by Prime
Minister of India to control the quickly spreading novel corona virus is lawfully based on the
Disaster Management Act, 2005, This enactment provides the legal framework for the
restrictions on movement, action against mmour-mongering and to get access to emergency
funds.
